Reopening of Sea borders with Qatar

In reference to the circular issued by the Ministry of
Energy & Infrastructure No. 01/2021, the United Arab
Emirates has decided to end all measures taken
previously against Qatar and to reopen the airspace,
land and sea borders.

Accordingly, all previous circulars issued by the
Federal Transport Authority and the Petroleum ports
Authority relating to restrictions on dealing with the
State of Qatar shall be considered abolished and
maritime activities and vessel movements the two
between the Countries stand to resume as normal
starting from 00: 00 from 09/01/2021.

This circular supersedes, and replace any instructions
previously issued by the Petroleum Ports Authority.
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
